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DESCRIPTION
This course offers an advanced introduction to the dynamics and some enduring problems of the Turkish economy from a political economy perspective. It is divided into three parts:

Part I begins with an historical overview of the major policy phases of the Turkish economy from the early 20th century onward. We then focus on Turkey’s crisis-ridden process of market transition over the past three decades by exploring the country’s relations with international organizations such as the IMF, its dynamic integration with the global economy, and efforts toward substantive restructuring since the devastating crisis of 2000-2001.  
Part II discusses Turkey’s international economic relations with particular emphasis on its troubled path toward EU integration, its evolving relations with Russia, and the recently enhanced economic and political role it plays in the Middle East.

Part III is devoted to social implications of Turkey’s economic development. It first looks at changing state-business relations by focusing on the emergence of new elite groups. It then diverts attention to some pressing problems for popular interests such as poverty, unemployment, and income equality.

COURSE POLICIES

1.
